Thirty-First Sunday in Ordinary Time
Deut 6: 2-6 / Heb 7: 23-28 / Mk 12: 28B-34

In today's Gospel, Jesus gives us the two great commandments -- First, you
shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, with all
your mind, and with all your strength. Second, you shall love your
neighbor as yourself. These commandments not only encompass all 10
commandments given to Moses, they also encompass Stewardship, as we
define it in our diocese. To be "fully alive as missionary disciples" requires
us to recognize and receive God's gifts and to share those gifts in love of
God and neighbor. Whether you proclaim God's word as a lector, hold a
regular hour of Adoration, serve on a committee, volunteer in a classroom,
or serve your elderly parents, visit a sick neighbor, or even participate in the
election process as a citizen, you are practicing Stewardship. When you do
these things out of love (rather than obligation), you are showing your
dedication God and your neighbor. The scribe in today's reading
understood that love for God and neighbor is worth more than all the burnt
offerings and sacrifices man could offer.

Clearly love is key to discipleship.

The Lamb& Supper, the Mass and the Apocalypse.

Scott Hahn is one of my favorite Catholic theologians, and
in one sense he and I have something in common. Many
years ago, before either of us became Catholic, we both
were caught up in the craze over the eminent worldwide
“rapture” that so captivated the protestant world, inspired by
the “Left Behind” book series, and the movies that
followed. Hal Lindsay had come out with the book, “The
Late Great Planet Earth”, that sold thirty million copies,
warning of the soon coming end of world. It was translated
into several languages, and the basis for all of that uproar
was his, and many others, interpretation of the Book of
Revelation, the last book of the Bible. The rapture still
captivates people today. Since that time both Scott and I
have become Catholic, and the world did not end in the 70s.
So, what is the Book of Revelation about? That is what our
next exciting class is all about, and we will discover Scott’s
study of the Book of Revelation is the very reason he
became Catholic. This class will run for several weeks,
revealing the real meaning of this last book of the Bible, and
Scott’s stunning discovery of the Catholic Mass in this often
-misunderstood sacred scripture. Scott’s love of the Mass
yet today, started in his intense study of Revelations,
ultimately leading him to become Catholic.
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
